EMPLOYABILITY COURSES :

Assertiveness and Confidence Building - for individuals wanting to develop personal skills for the jobs market.

Certificate in Volunteering (Level 1) - this qualification will give you the opportunity to gain experience, enabling
you to demonstrate that you are both work ready and skills ready to any prospective employers.
