Provide a letter from a school of your choice confirming that you have secured a placement
of at least one day per week (or two half days) for the duration of the course
Have valid and current DBS (Disclosure and Barring Service) clearance

What will I learn?

During this course you will study:

The knowledge and skills needed when supporting teaching and learning in the school
environment
Gain invaluable work experience by volunteering for a minimum of one day at school

What skills will I gain?

By studying this course you will:

Gain a recognised qualification at Level 2 to gain employment in that role
Gain an ability to build good working relationships with both pupils and adults
Learn organisational skills
Learn flexibility and creativity
Improve your literacy and numeracy skills
