Develop your confidence as an effective and independent learner with an ability to
think critically and reflectively with an enquiring mind
Develop your use and understanding of historical terms, concepts and skills
Improve your ability to make links and draw comparisons within and/or across
different periods and aspects of the past
Improve your confidence in arguing a case and reaching substantiated judgments
through organising and communicating your historical knowledge and understanding
in different ways
Improve your research, analytical, critical reasoning, presentation, verbal and written
skills
Gain valuable team working and communication skills by taking part in class debates
and presentations

One piece of coursework of 3,500 words
