To access this course you are required to have:

Level 1 electrical qualification
GCSE maths at grade 4 or above
GCSE English at grade 3 or above

experience, will be considered on an individual basis.



What will I learn?

What skills will I gain?

By studying this course you will gain an understanding of the skills required within the
electrotechnical sector. You will cover compulsory aspects such as:

Installation of wiring systems and enclosures

You will also have to show engagement with employers, by attending organised events in
college and if possible, work experience which will be documented.
