Have three or more GCSEs at grade 2 or above (including Maths and English)*
Attend an interview with a member of the college’s admissions team
Complete a short online assessment to determine your current skills and knowledge
You will be expected to maintain good attendance and punctuality, as well as show
commitment, a positive attitude to learning, and determination to achieve the
qualification.

*Adults without the necessary qualifications but with relevant work/life experience will be
considered on an individual basis.

Carrying out blocklaying activities
Carrying out cavity walling activities
