Provide a letter from a school of your choice confirming that you have secured a
placement of at least one day per week (or two half days) for the duration of the
course
Have valid and current DBS (Disclosure and Barring Service) clearance

environment
Gain invaluable work experience by volunteering for a minimum of one day at school
